Arnet made the finals and came home with two medals, 2nd in the 50 free and a 3rd 50m fly and in the process getting national times for fly and back as well improving her time in the 50 free. She also made the finals in the 50 breast and 50 back. Jenna also made a final 100 breast, which is great as this was only her 3rd swim meet.
